It will help reduce 
cat fight injuries and nuisances. 

• To reduce neighbour disputes and any potential harm to your cat it 
is safer to confine your cat to your property. 

• Preventing your cat from hunting wildlife and reducing the risk of 
your cat contracting diseases, fleas, lice, or worms from other 
animals. 

• Desexing may reduce undesirable behaviours, such as spraying, 
marking, fighting and yowling.
